In any event, it is nice to have

so many archived in one deluxe location.It goes without saying that if you were to have only one

Stones book, this would be the one you'd want. Nothing out there even comes close. But if you

already have a small Stones library, this is a significant upgrade. Make room for it; you'll sorely

regret it if you don't. Let's face it, for many of us the Stones are not just another band; they have

provided the soundtrack for our lives.
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
