We do all our hiking with our two labrador retrievers. We looked at the rating system the authors
used (and liked how they developed the rating scale) and found it to be somewhat accurate based
on the mountains/hikes we have already climbed. If | was to write a book on the hiking trails | would
add a rating system for dogs also; just because a trail is dog friendly (no ladders or rungs) doesn’t
mean a dog can do it unless it is a very agile dog. Another point | liked about the book is that they
included the former names of the trails. Acadia went back to using original trail names which is
confusing when looking at an older hiking book. The authors included the new trail names but also
refer the reader to the former name. We will be trying a few of the hikes in the book in the next week

and a half.
