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Who says you can't judge a book by its cover? The well-designed cover of "Lighthouse Families" is

what first grabs the reader's attention. Inside, the pages are made from thick, high-quality stock. The

format of the book is neat and crisp--very eye-pleasing. Nostalgic family photos and full-page color

pictures of lighthouses are generously interspersed throughout the book's 192 pages. The writing is

captivating, telling the stories of the people who lived in and loved the lighthouses along the coasts

of the United States. This book contains something for everyone--romance, heroes, history,

pictures, and even recipes.

I bought this book when it was first out back in the late 90's, And just had to give it to an old

girlfriend of mine for her birthday.This book has true to life stories about the lighthouse keepers from

all over the USA. it is very well documented history and is quite fascinating.It would be well received

by any lighthouse buff young and old alike.

I stumbled upon this book in 1997 when researching the Cape Hatteras Lighthouse. Not only did I

learn about the tower, but about the family of the keeper who tended the lighthouse. The book,

which covers many more lighthouses from coast to coast in the USA, brings to life the day and

activities of the last families who lived there. If anyone ever dreamed that a lighthouse keeperâ€™s

job is a romantic and lonely one, their mind is certainly changed after reading Lighthouse Families.

Life was hard there, but also filled with simplicities and joys that todayâ€™s world has forgotten as

told by the lighthouse kids. After reading, one has a deeper respect and appreciation of the keepers

and their families and can imagine being a â€˜lighthouse kidâ€™. a 'must read' for anyone who

wants to truly learn about lighthouses and behind the facade facts and stories.
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
