Haw’s collection of both color and black-and-white images surrounding the building and celebration
of the Brooklyn Bridge is beautiful. Page after page of drawings, paintings, and photographs, plus
informative surrounding text, chart the bridge’s building, opening, and early use. Considering the
huge number of images, some in warm color, others of hard-to-find cartoons and drawings, this
book is a bargain.
